Apart from abdominal
nutrition and wearing clothes, there is not much money to spend for his
health benefits. Most of the tribal’s in this region meet the needs of their
lives with small produce and are left with health care due to lack of
resources of other income. Seeing this pathetic condition of this region, the
supreme seated in Dharkundi Ashram This feeling emerged in the heart of
the devotees who came to the service of the revered Shri Swamiji, if in
order to ensure the availability of the hospital facility with the blessings of
Shri Swamiji, a hospital should be established with the courtesy of the
Ashram, so that the people of the area can get the benefit of the health
facilities.

doctor. Emergency facility is
available for serious patient

three ambulances are always

ready in the hospital for transport
of patients. Modern blood test
equipment, X-ray machine, eye
test machine, dentistry equipment
and operation facility are available
in the hospital. This hospital is of
30 beds, of which 15 beds are in
the male ward and 15 beds are in
the female ward. The hospital has
6 OPD’s is operated. This
hospital is open 24 hours so that

patients can be provided medical facilities at
any time. Medical store is available inside
the hospital to provide medicines to the
patients. There is a canteen arrangement for
tea, breakfast and food for the patients,
officers and staff and doctors working in the
hospital. The camp is organized from time to

time for health benefits. Due to this, health

facilities are provided to the needy people of the area through the said camp.

Physiotherapy facilities are available in the hospital and eye surgery and general
surgical facilities are available. In addition, endoscopy, X-ray, pathology, all types of
screening facilities are available. Physiotherapy facility is available in the hospital.
Wound operation and general surgery facilities are available. Also, endoscopy, X-
ray, pathology etc. are available for all types of investigations. We have the facility
of laparoscopic surgery in case of normal operation such as: Basir, Hydrosil,
cardiac appendix, lumps in the cervix or anywhere in the body. We have 2 OT
wards, one Eye OT and one General OT are available.

8- Essentials in the field of
hospital - This hospital provides

better health facilities for the poor

patients coming from rural areas
because it is very difficult and

expensive for the residents here
to reach the remote city area. In

case of serious condition after
getting initial medical help here, they are sent to a big hospital through the
ambulance available in the hospital.

9 - Types of diseases caused to patients in this area:

In this area, patients are mostly sugar and blood pressure disease of
malaria, fever typhoid, vomiting diarrhea, kidney disease, Piles ,bone
disease, etc. are found in these regional people, since when this hospital
started, an average of 600 patients come to treat every month , at this time
the number of patients Is about 50 days old.
